EVC AWARDED NATIONAL SCIENCE FOUNDATION STEM GRANT

EVC was awarded a National Science
Foundation (NSF) S STEM grant for
$749,884 to launch our innovative project,
Fostering Biology Major Success and
Transfer in an Urban Community College
in the Silicon Valley.

The grant is for six years and will support
four cohorts of biology majors over a two-
year scholarship period, providing up to
$10,000 ($2500/semester) to 45 individual
students.

The goal is to increase attainment of
associate degrees and transfer into
baccalaureate programs in biology.
